 ELEMENTS OF DRAWING: LINE, 

· A::Drawings show an excellent use and understanding of the various qualities of line, including, contour and gesture.   

· B: The artworks show that the student applied the principles of line drawing effectively; showed an awareness of the use of line adequately.

ELEMENTS OF DRAWING: VALUE

·  A: The student explored the possibilities of value, creating a superior range of values in darks and lights; student used continuous tone, hatch and cross hatch or toned paper to create convincing light and form.

· B: The student achieved a good use of value although some drawings call for a more diverse range of values.

· C: The student tried out values credibly, but lacked understanding; works look flat and one-dimensional

· D: The student fulfilled the assignment, but gave no evidence of trying anything unusual with value.

· F: The student showed no evidence of original thought

ELEMENTS OF DRAWING: PROPORTION

· A: The student explored the standards of proportion, creating well-balanced, masterful and convincing renderings of the human body.

·  B: The student created good proportionality in a convincing way; overall proportions are achieved, diligent practice will eventually bring mastery.

·  C: The student tried out proportional drawing. The drawings credible, but lacked conviction; some attempt to create proportion has been made, but the effort requires more polish and attention.

· D: The student’s grasp of proportional drawings seems doubtful either because no proportional techniques have been tried or the attempts are largely unsuccessful.

· F: The student showed no evidence or ability to draw proportionally.

EFFORT/PERSERVERANCE

· A: The drawings are as complete as the student could make them; gave it effort far beyond that required, took pride in going well beyond the requirement.

· B: The student worked hard and completed good drawings, with further practice the student will eventually arrive at the gate of mastery.

· C: The student finished the drawings and they are credible, but they could have been improved with more effort.

· D: The drawings are done with doubtful effort. 

· F: The student did not finish the work..

CRAFTSMANSHIP/SKILL/CONSISTENCY
